These installation instructions are intended for qualified
equipment installers:

PLACEMENT

Carefully uncrate the machine. Take caution not to
damage components which may be mounted on the top or
sides of the machine.

Set the unit in place and adjust the feet to level the
machine.

CHEMICALS

Upon completed installation of the dishwasher, contact a
local detergent/chemical supplier for the correct chemicals
for your machine.

Electrical connection points for the detergent dispenser and
rinse injector are located inside the control panel. Refer to

Dispensers may be connected to the 24VAC terminal block
provided. refer to the schematic for exact labeling.

PREPARING MACHINE

1. Close the drain lever.

2. Check for proper installation and cleanliness of all
internal, removable components such as scrap
screens and spray manifolds.

3. Ensure all water and steam lines are open.

4. Ensure electrical circuits are on.

5. Close machine door.

STARTING MACHINE

1. Press the power button to turn the machine on. The
display will turn on and the machine will start to fill. If
the indicator lights flash red the door or drain is open,
check the display for instructions.

2. The indicator lights will illuminate blue from bottom to
top to show the progress of the filling process. The
display will show the fill pressure. The heaters will
come on once the tank is approximately 20% full.

3.  When the tank is full the heaters will stay on until the
wash tank temperature is met. The indicator lights will
illuminate orange from botom to top to show the
progress of the heating process. The display will show
the wash tank temperature.
